Regent Releasing is part of Re-
gent Entertainment, which produces
and/or distributes at least 20 feature
films annually and maintains a li-
brary of more than 3,500 titles, in-
cluding “Gods and Monsters,” “Tom
& Viv” and “One False Move.”
